	Authority 
· What are the author's qualifications to write about the topic? 

· Is the author’s name and address on the site? 

· Check the domain name of the site (the part that ends with .com or .edu). Is the site affiliated with a reputable organization? 
	
	
	The web site does not have any information about the author, there is no name or any way to contact the author, and it doesn’t say what he is qualified for. The domain is .com but I have never heard of it before.

	Content 
· Does the author present original material, or has everything come from another source? 

· Does the author present material in depth? 

· Does the author try to be objective? If the author is biased, does he/she make the position clear? 

· Does the site seem to be misleading? 

· Can you double-check the information for accuracy? 

· Has the information been updated recently? 

· Are links to other sources of information available? 
	There is a descent amount of information that seems reliable because it matches what the author was saying in the first site (Rubric 1). He uses solid information from what he knows, not from his point of view.
	The information does go in depth at times but some places it could use a little more explanation at times.
	It does not show when the information was last updated so it could have been created in the 1990’s. There is no bibliographic or references so you don’t know where he got the information.

	Purpose 
· Is the site trying to sell you something? Does that affect the information being presented? 

· Is the site a personal homepage or a professional source of information? 

· If the site is about a controversial issue, does it present one side or both sides of the argument? 
	The site is not trying to sell   something. It also presents both sides of the argument not just what he imagines.                               
	The site isn’t a professional source of information because random people can edit the page, but it also isn’t a personal homepage.
	

	Design 
· How much advertising does the site contain? 

· Has the author paid attention to spelling and other basic writing skills? 

· Are the links current? 

· Is it reasonably easy to find your way around the site? 
	The site only contains one ad per page. There are no spelling errors so the author did pay attention to what he was typing. The site is very easy to work around.
